(not a complete packing list, and these items are not required)

Please note:
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The residence hall will provide pillows, bed sheets, blankets and bath towels.

There are washers/dryers in the lower level, FREE when you swipe your conference card.

The lobby desk is always open and can exchange linens, provide toiletries you may have forgotten, and
sign out games to play/sports equipment.

The residence hall does not have air conditioning.

Guest wireless internet access is available in your residence hall as well as other places on campus.
The IM Sports facilities will be available to you during your stay, though some areas may require the
purchase of a daily pass for $3.

Ice water will be available in the residence hall twenty-four hours.

Teachers will have their own rooms in week 1, students will live with one roommate in week 2. Your
hall has community bathrooms.

Room and board are paid by the program; you may want to bring some extra cash for evening activities
or entertainment.

If you bring a bicycle, you’ll need a temporary permit from the Department of Police and Public Safety
